CHAPTER 1: 12-26
REPLACING A LEADER

1. Read Acts 1:4 and 1:12-14.  Why do you think they went back to Jerusalem and went to an upper room and stayed there?
 


2. Who were the eleven disciples mentioned in Acts 1:13?  How much do you know about them?  Since Paul was an apostle, why was he not present?

 


3. Who were the other people present according to verses 14-15?  They were all referred to as disciples and, therefore, had some relationship with Jesus.  Why is that significant?




4. According to verse 14, what were they doing in the upper room and how were they relating to one another?  Do you think the church spends enough time in prayer today, especially when important decisions need to be made?  Why was being on one accord so important? Read Matthew 5:21-26, John 17:11-12, and 1 Peter 3:7.  Are your relationships helping or hurting your prayer life?



5. Peter took the leadership among the group.  This was consistent with the accounts of his personality in the Gospels.  How did he interpret the events concerning Judas and Christ?  What does he credit the Holy Spirit with doing in verse 16?  What happened to Judas according to verses 18-20?  Did Peter believe this event was foretold in scripture?  How could that be so?  Do you believe the scripture will continue to be fulfilled and how does that affect your life and mind set?






6. How Judas’ replacement chosen and what was was he to join them in doing?



7. Who were the two men nominated to replace Judas?  What was the process used to choose which one of the two would replace Judas?




8. Who was chosen as the replacement for Judas?
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
