THE BOOK OF ACTS


CHAPTER 1
FOLLOWERS BECOME LEADERS

1. Read Luke 1:1 and Acts 1:1.  Notice that both letters are addressed to the same person.  Read Luke 24:50-53 and Acts 1:1-14.  Notice that the Book of Acts picks up from where the Gospel of Luke concludes.  Do you see yourself as a part of the continuing ministry or only a casual observer?
 


2. What was the primary topic Jesus spoke about in Acts 1:3?  Read Matthew 4: 17, 23; 12: 28; 13:11, 24, 41, 33, 44, 45, 47; 18:1.  How is your life impacted by being a part of the Kingdom of God?  What is your understanding of the Kingdom of God and what questions do you have about it?  Where are you looking for answers?

 

3. Compare John 1:2-36 and Acts 1:4-5.  Read John 14:15-21 and John 16:5-15.  Compare them to Acts 1:1-11.  What is your understanding of the role of the Holy Spirit in the Church and in your life?




4. Read Acts 1:7-8.  What question is Jesus responding to?  What does he say will happen after the Holy Ghost has come upon them?  Do you as a Christian have power that comes from the Holy Spirit? Read 1 Corinthians 2:1-5.  Do you think that Apostle Paul understood the connection between the Holy Spirit and effective ministry? Do you?




5. Jesus also explained that after the Holy Spirit had come upon them they would be witnesses unto or about him.  What qualifies you to be a witness for Jesus?  Read 1 John 1:1-4.  Can you as a Christian say something similar to this?  What’s your story?  Does leading a person to Christ make your joy complete?  Will anybody be in Heaven because of your witness?



6. Notice the strategy for their witnessing (evangelistic) efforts mentioned in verse 8.  They were to start in Jerusalem (which is where they were), then move in outward circles to Judea, Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.  The rest of the book of Acts and the New Testament is the outworking of Matthew 28:19-20 and Acts 1:8.  The disciples understood the assignment and got busy doing it.  How are you progressing with your assignment?


7. Read Acts 1:9-11 and John 16:5-8, 28. Do you see the relationship between these passages (sections) of scripture?  Who do Read Acts 1:9-11 and John 16:5-8, 28. Do you see the relationship between these passages (sections) of scripture?  Who do you suppose the two men in white apparel were?  Read John 20:12, Mark 16:5 and Matthew 28:1-7.  The men were most likely angels.  Have you given much thought to the reality and ministry of angels?  Read Hebrews 1:14, 13:2 and Psalms 91:11.  Your life is impacted by the ministry of angels as God directs them.



8. [bookmark: _GoBack]The two men in white apparel said that Jesus would return some day in a similar fashion to the way he left earth.  How does this fact motivate you?  Where do you think Jesus is now?  Read Acts 2:33-34, 7:55-56 (standing), Romans 8:34, Ephesians 1:20, Colossians 3:1, Hebrews 1:3, 10:12, 12: 2 and 1 Peter 3:22.  According to 1 Thessalonians 4:17, when Christ returns for the Christians, believers will meet the Lord in the air in the clouds.
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
